Registration Policies and Guidelines:
Please read the descriptions of each camp/activity carefully as the information varies.
Programming is based on the grade a child is entering in the 2010-11 school year.
1) Anindividual is not registered for a program or activity until all necessary forms are completed and
returned to the Recreation Department with the correct payment. To avoid disappointment, please
read all age requirements and registration fees. Please note:

2) All activities listed in this brochure have a minimum and maximum requirement for participation.
While we make every effort to run all our programs as advertised, we reserve the right to cancel a
program due to lack of registration. We will create waiting lists if maximum numbers are reached.

3) Please pay special attention to the beginning and end times of all activities. You CANNOT drop off
children early or pick up children late. If you do, you will be charged an extra fee. There is no
supervision outside designated times.

4) Disruptive and unsafe behavior will not be tolerated at any of our camps or programs. Disruptive
and unsafe behavior is anything that, in the opinion of the Parks & Recreation Director or camp
supervisors, compromises the safety of others or quality of instruction. Individual situations will be
assessed and it will be up to the discretion of the Director whether a participant will be allowed to
return to the program.

5) Activities with the Marcellus Recreation Department are NOT pro-rated.

6) Once you have registered yourself or your child for an activity, we do not make follow-up calls.

You will only hear from our office if there is a change to the program.
It is the policy of the Marcellus Recreation Department that no child will be denied participation in the Children’s Recreation
Morning Program or the Learn to Swim Program because of an inability to pay. All inquiries will be held in confidence.

Refund Policy:
IF THE RECREATION OFFICE CANCELS A CAMP, ACTIVITY, OR TRIP:
We will refund all money if we have to cancel any of our programs. You will be required to sign a voucher
to be submitted to the Town in order to receive the refund. Please allow at least thirty days to process the
voucher and the return of your money.

IF YOU (OR YOUR CHILD) WITHDRAW FROM A CAMP, ACTIVITY OR TRIP:

If you cancel your registration BEFORE a program starts, you will receive a refund less a $10.00 fee.
However, if you withdraw form a program after it has started, you will not receive a refund unless we cancel
the program, someone on a waiting list can fill your vacant spot, or your request is accompanied by a
doctor’s written excuse. ALL refunds will be pro-rated and decided at the discretion of the Director. Please
allow at least thirty days to process the voucher and the return of your money.

NOTE: Fees paid for summer recreation activities are not tax deductible.

LEARN TO SWIM at Skaneateles Community Center
Fee: $55/person
Students must be entering Kindergarten in September 2010 to participate in our swim program.

Our successful summer swim program is back for 2010! We’re teaming up again with the Mary Soderberg Aquatics
Program at the Skaneateles Community Center to provide quality swimming lessons to the youth of Marcellus. The
Aguatics Center at Skaneateles has a 25-yard indoor pool with diving boards, 3-4 foot leisure pools, and a zero entry pool
with Water Fun Playground. Swim staff are trained at the Community Center using a program designed by the
Skaneateles Aquatics Director (Red Cross format).

Due to the July 4™ holiday being observed on Monday July 5™, Session I will be held July 6-9(Tues-Fri) and July12-15
(Mon-Thurs) and Session Il will be held July 19-29 (Mon-Thurs). All levels of swim are offered at each session and each
class time. Parents may drive children to the Skaneateles Community Center or drop them off at Driver Middle School to
ride the bus to the pool. There will be one bus run. The bus leaves at 8:40 am and returns at 10 am, behind the Driver
Middle School. We will write the schedule and post the information at the Town Hall on June 25. Changes and updates
will be made to the Swim Lists on a daily basis as we continue to receive registrations.

SESSION I: July 6-9 (Tues-Fri) & July 12-15 (Mon-Thurs) SESSION II: July 20— 30 (Mon-Thurs)
BECAUSE OF LIMITED CLASS SPACE, IT IS IMPORTANT THAT YOU REGISTER EARLY.

If your child is registered for the Morning Playground Program in addition to swimming lessons, staff from Playground
will pick them up at the bus behind DMS and walk them back to meet their class.

PLEASE CHECK THE APPROPRIATE LEVEL:

MUDSKIPPERS (Level I): Students will learn to feel comfortable in the water and enjoy pool safely. This
class will emphasize pool safety and developing a positive outlook towards water.

GUPPIES (Level 11): Students will develop the ability to float without support. They will learn to swim using
combined stroke on front and back. Note: Students must be able to submerge comfortably in the water and float on
front/back with support.

SEAHORSES (Level I1): Students will work on rotary breathing and front and back crawl. Jumping and
diving into deep water will be introduced. Note: Students must be able to swim a combined stroke on front and back for
15 yards and feel comfortable in deep water.

FROGS (Level IV): The breast stroke, elementary backstroke, and butterfly are all introduced and developed
along with the front and back crawl. Students will become more proficient and comfortable in carrying their stroke
techniques over longer distances. Note: Students must be able to swim 25 yards of front and back crawl in deep water.

FLYING FISH (Level V): Sidestroke, front and back flip turns, and surface dives are introduced. Stroke
technique and endurance are emphasized. Note: Students must be able to swim 25 yards of Front and Back crawl, 15
yards of Breaststroke, 15 yards of Elementary backstroke and dive from the side of the pool.

DOLPHINS (Level V1): Refines the strokes so students can swim them over great distances. They will also
work on fine-tuning flip turns and diving skills. Note: Students must be able to swim 50 yards of Front and Back Crawl,
25 yards Sidestroke, Breaststroke, Butterfly, and Elementary Backstroke and dive from the side of the pool.
