Pursuant to your request, National Response Corporation (NRC) is pleased to present this
Proposal and Agreement to the Town of Marcellus for services related to the cleaning of the
oil water separator and associated trench drains located in Marcellus, NY. The following shall
serve to detail the proposed scope, assumptions, exclusions and estimated costs of the
project based on the information provided by Town of Marcellus.

SCOPE OF SERVICES

Mobilization Activities

Coordinate with Town of Marcellus and others for site access and logistics.

Sample oil water separator and trench drains to complete a valid disposal proflle at
an approved disposal facility. -
Mobilize personnel as well as sufficient, equipment and materials to perform the
scope of work as qualified below

Task 1: Empty Oil Water Separator and Clean Trench Drains

NRC will supply two environmental technicians, an equipment operator, power
vacuum truck and supplies to pump out the oil water separator and associated trench
drains.

NRC will pressure wash the oil water separators internal surfaces from grade.
Utilizing a power vacuum truck NRC will remove all liquids and solids from the
associated trench drains.

Interior surfaces of the trench drains will be pressure washed and all wash water will
be collected on the power vacuum truck.

NRC will fill the oil water separator with water to ensure proper operatlon if system
requires it.

All operations will be followed according to local, state, federal, and facility
regulations.

Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) will be supplied with any chemical imported on-
site for cleaning operations.

Tésk 2: Waste Transportation and Disposal

Waste will be transported via a non-haz waste manifest to a designated facility for
disposal.

Power vacuum truck will be emptied and all waste will be solidified for final disposal
in a landfill. _

The power vacuum truck interior tanks surface will be rinsed out and cleaned to
ensure a clean vessel for future operations.

A signed copy of the non-hazardous waste manifest form the end disposal facility will
be returned to the Town Of Marcellus for record keeping reasons.

ASSUMPTIONS/EXCLUSIONS

Payment terms are net 30 days from the Customer’s receipt of NRC’s invoice subject
1o approved credit.

NRC will have free and ready access to the work site and a staging area for the
equipment and materials.

Pricing is based upon the oil water separator unit being 1000 gallons in size.

Pricing assumes waste is not hazardous. If proven hazardous additional disposal
charges may apply to the Town Of Marcellus.

This proposal excludes any mechanical means of removing any trench drain grates
or covers.

Customer agrees to provide water and any electrical heeded for this project.

This proposal excludes any confined space entry for cleaning interior surfaces or
coalescers of the oil water separator unit.

The customer and NRC agree to the attached General Terms and Conditions.

The estimated project schedule is 1 day for one, three person crew.

This proposal assumes that the project is not a capital improvement project for tax B
purposes.

This pricing is based upon current Onondaga County prevailing wage rates and work
being performed during first shift hours and the standard workweek.

I'am writing to request the release of the current MS4 outfall data collected and modified by Onondaga County WEP and

Onondaga County Soil & Water Conservation District for the following MS4 communities:

Included in this request are the data collection forms (PDFs) for each autfall included In the County’s MS4 outfall
inspection program. My understanding is that the collection forms contain information that is not entered into the
outfall database. This additional information will be useful to the communities. The PDF forms will be linked to the

torresponding outfall points within the online GIS map.

I understand that WEP will not release the requested information to CNY RPDB without the consent of the individual
MS4s. | have requested that each of the communities listed above submit a written request form directly to you
authorizing the release of the data and information to CNY RPDB for use in the regional MS4 system map.

The following describes the need for the developing regional storm sewer system map, the funding source that is
making this effort possible, and whete the county outfall data fits in.



MS4s across the SUA have engaged in and/or completed stormwater system mapping at vastly different levels ranging
from “planning to start” to “system fully mapped.” The protocols used to collect data and the map formats vary at the

same scale,
Funding has been obtained under through the 2015 CFA {DEC Round 12 Water Quality Improvement Program) to

develop an M54 Comprehensive System Map. DEC has identified three levels of map elements: Basic Map Elements
(apply only to newly designated MS4s); Required Map Elements (must be included in all funded programs); Additional
Map Elements (go beyond the minimum requirements and result in a more competltwe application and useful final

- product}.

Given the diversity of need, in-house capacity to compile field data, the availability of GPS/GIS equipment, software and
trained staff, a somewhat flexible program that supports the collection of specific, common data on a regional basis is
being developed to provide the greatest benefit to the most number of MS4s while still adva ncing DEC's concept of a
comprehensive system map. [t is unlikely that the program will achieve 100% system mapping of all “required” and
“additional” map elements encouraged by DEC, but working from a common starting point {(Onondaga County outfall
inspection program data), the program will provide a defined leve! of assistance to participating MS4s that will yield
additional data points and consistent attributes to expand on the base regional outfall map. Participating MS4s will have
some flexibility in directing the available system mapping assistance within a sta ndard set of parameters. :

To maximize the usefulness of the data to MS54s, and to address DEC's long stated preference {not a requirement) that a
regional map be developed In GIS, an interactive, online GIS system will be developed and maintained for use by the
participating M54s. The initial license fee is paid by the grant, and annual license fees will be pald as part of the CNY

Stormwater Coalition fee,
Many of the “Required” and “Additional” map elements outlined by DEC are readily available and will be incorporated

into the online GIS system as follows:

Some of these data are available, others will need to be
collected/verified using interns that will conduct data collection and municipal interviews in support of the following:
¥ Qutfalls from County inspection program (Iocatlon, receiving waterbody name, type of conveyance, outfall
material, shape, submerged, efc.)

CNY RPDB Is using the grant to purchase 2 Trimble GEO X units, design an appropriate data dictionary, hire and train 4
~ Interns to meet with municipal representatives and to complete field data collection work, provide staff time to develop
the online GIS system and provide support for municipal users, including updating the system as new data is obtained. -

All data collected and/or verified using interns under this project will be incorporated into the online GIS system. Itis
unlikely that any single MS4 will come out of this project with a completely GIS mapped system, but the effort will
advance and improve the amount and usefulness of the current mapping data and can be consistently built upon going _

forward.

Any M$4 that has completed GIS system mapping, in full or in part, can submit their data for inclusion in the online GIS
system. While the benefit to those MS4s that have, and can support an in-house GIS system will not be as significant as
to those smaller MS4s that do not/cannot support GIS, all will benefit from additional field assistance to advance their
internal mapping efforts. The proposed project will provide all MS4s with access to mteract:ve G5 storm system data

and make a siep toward building a full system map over time.

I hope that you will be able to provide the requested data to CNY RPDB immediately upon receipt of the individual Ms4
release/authaorization forms.
